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Brian Heffernan, the Society’s Cellar Master has chosen a delightful array of wines for this year’s dinner.  George Schwarz has matched the wines with specialties from the Post’s kitchen.  Registration for this event this year is a 2 fold process.  You need to book and pay for your room directly with the Post Hotel and you will need to book the reception and wine dinner with the Society for American Wines.  This change in format will allow guests to either take advantage of the 20% room discount accorded the Society for our event or to take advantage of the Post’s own promotions such as their 2 night, Spa Package, Romance Package or Gourmet Packages.  When you are booking your room, please be advised that the 20% discount only applies to rooms booked for the Society’s event and is not available on top of the discounts the Post offers on their own 2 night packages.  If you choose to book more than one night but not take advantage of the Post’s own 2 day packages, the Post will honor the 20% discount on your second night’s accommodation. DRESS CODE:

The Post Hotel is a member of the Relais & Chateau affiliation who caters to the traveler with higher expectations.  In this regard, guests wearing jeans would likely feel out of place.
